Founded in 2013 with production 
beginning in 2014, Eau Claire Distillery 
became Alberta’s first craft distillery — a 
bold step forward rooted in old-world 
ways. From day one, our sights were set 
on whisky.

While our barrels quietly matured, we 
filled the gap with handcrafted white 
spirits, ready-to-pour cocktails, and even 
our own line of tonic waters — all crafted 
with the same farm-to-glass philosophy.

 As a Certified Farm Distillery, we grow 
our own barley using horse-drawn 
equipment from the 1920s, embracing a 
slower, more deliberate way of making 
spirits.

Because here, tradition isn’t just 
remembered — it’s lived.
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We embrace Alberta’s peerless provenance and heritage,
celebrating horse farming and championing farm-to-glass

whisky making.

We plough a dual furrow of tradition and innovation.

Breathing new life into old ways, harnessing the uber
terroir of Alberta and pioneering new world distilling to

create the peerless expression of the best of Canada.
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Massive shifts in air pressure are caused by Chinook 
winds—warm Pacific air streams that barrel over the 

Rocky Mountain peaks and descend into our high-altitude 
home in the foothills. These dramatic weather patterns 
can bring temperature swings of up to 80 degrees from 

season to season.

This means our whisky matures faster – twice as fast as
Scotch – and we lose more water than usual, leaving 

greater depth of flavour in your glass of whisky.

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Eau Claire Distillery is located in Turner Valley, just 45 
minutes from Calgary, in the heart of Alberta’s world-

famous barley belt.

Alberta-grown barley is considered the best in the world, 
thanks to our hot, dry summers and ideal 100-day growing 

season.

You’ve likely tasted it in top whiskies around the globe — 
now enjoy it in the craft spirits made right here at home.

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Every year, we farm about 20 acres of Alberta barley using our 
own team of much-loved thoroughbred Percheron draft horses, 

renowned for their intelligence and willingness to work. 

They keep us close to our farm-to-glass heritage and help to 
preserve the best of the old ways to complement our new world 

distilling.

Our rare, small batch horse-powered whiskies embody both our 
belief in the philosophy that less is more and the true character of 

Canada.
